Music Competition

General instruction

1. Time for each performance is 3 minutes (Maximum)

2. Participants must submit lyrics, name of lyricist, name of composer to the judges before
his/her/their performance.

3. College will provide Tabla, Harmonium and Tanpura. (No other instruments/ track will be
entertained. Band group have to arrange their own instruments)

4, Efficient Tabalia has been provided by college. Participants may arrange his/her own
Tabalia at her own cost.

5. Candidates can participate in maximum 3 events.

6. The decision of judges will be final.

Instruction for Band Music:

Time for each performance is 5-7 minutes (Maximum)
Music system will be provided by the college.
Participants in each group will be 2-5 (maximum).

No track music will be allowed during competition.
The decision of judges will be final.
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Dance Competition:

1. Time limit is 3 minutes for each performance. Negative marking for exceeding the time
limit

2. Choice of song is open to the participants

3. Costumes and other props for Dance have to be arranged by participants

4. Participants must bring music of their performances in a mobile or in pen-drive.
5. Green room would be given for changing purpose

6. Dance performance should not convey any indecent gestures




7. The decision of the judges will be last and final

Recitation Competition:
Rules and regulations for recitation competition
* Time limit of each recitation is maximum 3 minutes

+ Photocopy of the selected poem must be submitted to the judges at the beginning of the event. The
photocopy must also bear name and college name of the participant

* Decision of the judges shall be be deemed final
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Model Competition:

1. Topics: Any Science Topic
Minimum 1, Maximum 3 participants per model

3. Each model needs to demonstrate in front of the judges. Maximum permissible duration
per demonstration is 5 minutes.

Poster Competition




Themes of the Poster Competition:

1. Disaster management in today's changing climate

2. Emerging trends of Indian Cinema

General Guidelines for Poster Presentation:

1. Poster Size: Candidates have to submit their poster in 3%3 feet art/Chart paper

2. Language: Candidates have to explain their themes in front of judges either in
Bengali or in English.

3. Duration of presentation: Candidates need to explain the content of poster
within 5 minutes.

Quiz:
The basic rule of the competition:

1. Only team entries are allowed, and team shall consist of four persons. There is not limit of
teams from single institution.

2. The decision of the quiz-master will be final and will not be subjected to any change.

3. The participants shall not be allowed to use mobile or other electronic instruments during
the quiz time.

4. The questions shall be in the form of objective questions, multiple choice, true/false
statement, specific answer question etc.

5. Audience/Supporters shall not give any hints or clues to the competitors.
6. Replacement of any participant of a team is not allowed after registration.
There will be two rounds in the quiz competition,

1. Preliminary round or elimination round.

2. Final round or stage round.

Preliminary round:

Each team will be given a set of question paper containing objective type questions. The
following rules will be application for the preliminary round.

1. Time limit: 5 minutes.

2. Each question will carry 1 mark

3. Only top 6 teams will be selected for final or stage rounds

4. In case of tie between 2 or more teams, further 5 questions will be asked for final selection

5. This step will be continued till the selection of 6 teams




6. The selected teams shall have to appear for the final round
Final quiz/Stage round:

The final round will be comprised of following rounds,

1. Round 1: India's Independence movement/history/politics
. Round 2: Indian Geography.

. Round 3: Indian and International Music, Film

. Round 4: Science and Technology.

. Round 5: Audio/visual round.

. Round 6: Indian Economy

. Round 7: Indian literature

. Round 8: Current affairs
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. Round 9: Who Am 1?

10. Round 10: Rapid fire round.

The following rules will be application for the final round,
1. 10 marks will be awarded for correct answer.

2. Response time for each question is 30 seconds

3. There is no pass option.

4. Team discussion is allowed.

5. In the rapid fire round, each team will be asked 3 question one after another. 10 marks will
be awarded for the correct answer and 5 marks will be deducted for each wrong answer

Art and Crafts:

Theme: My Art and Crafts My Creation

Categories:

Ceramics: artwork clay, pottery, or similar materials, often covered in decorative stains,
glazes, etc.

Drawings: artwork using drawing instruments such as graphite pencil, charcoal, colored
pencil, silverpoint, or other dry medium on a piece of paper.

Metals and Jewelry: artwork predominantly created with metals to form sculptures, figurines,
kinetic works, metal jewelry, etc.

Paintings: artistic work which uses the application of paint, pigment, color or other medium
(i.e., acrylic, ail, ink, gouache, fresco) to a surface using brushes, knives, sponges, airbrush,

etc.




Participants may choose any one of the above category
Participants should bring related raw materials

Alpona /Rangoli Competition:
